Purpose:

Family representatives are advocates who are primarily concerned with influencing and changing the system (legislation, policy and practices) in ways that will benefit Allen County families and children.  They seek to improve the well-being of families and children through collaboration with FCFC member organizations as well as state and regional partners. Each Family and Children First Council is required to have a minimum of three Family Representatives.
Minimum Qualifications:

· A Family Representative should have at least one family member who is receiving or has received services from an agency represented on the Allen County Family and Children First Council or another county’s Council
· A Family Representative should have an interest in initiating “collaborative efforts that educate and empower families in Allen County”
· An employee of a member organization may serve as a Family Representative, only if three other Family Representatives are not member-employees
Responsibilities:

· Be an active participant of Council and/or committees by voicing your opinion about the impact of Council policies, activities, and priorities on families.

· Help educate other families and the community about the work of Ohio’s Family and Children First Councils
· Model, for other parents, how to work in partnership with public and private organizations  
· Assist Council and member organizations in effectively using family-centered approaches 
· Assist in recruiting additional Family Representatives
